2. Additional Rules 
2.1 Tournament: For all disciplines only a maximum of 6 skiers will advance from the 
Preliminaries into the Finals.  
2.2   Open Men Jump: Consistent with the World Tournament Council's current deliberations 
on the new rules for jumping, no men shall jump 1.80m ramp unless he has a recent IWWF 
ranking score of 48m.  
2.3 Open Women Jump: Consistent with the World Tournament Council's current 
deliberations on the new rules for jumping, no women shall jump 1.65m ramp unless she has 
a recent IWWF ranking score of 38m.  
 
3.    Insurance 
Participants should take out private travel/accident insurance besides their health insurance.  
Accident insurance should include accidents arising during waterski and/or wakeboard 
competition. Your travel insurer should be able to include this as an extra endorsement if you 
do not have existing coverage.  Participants will be required to sign a waiver upon 
registering and provide evidence of personal accident insurance.
